Course Description 
This course is designed for Forest TEAM majors and related careers. It consists mainly of an internship with a government or private agency or commercial operation in the area of tropical forest ecosystem or agroforestry management. The internship is intended to give students the opportunity to apply knowledge and skills learned in the Forest TEAM program to real forest ecosystem management and agroforestry operations with potential employers. At the end of the internship, students will present their experiences to the other interns and an instructor.  
Objectives

1. Learn and appreciate all of the responsibilities of holding a job with a government agency or a for-profit firm, arriving on time, completing assigned tasks, managing time well, etc.
2. Demonstrate abilities to keep track of hours worked, skills gained, and tasks completed.

3. Be able to communicate effectively with the public about various aspects of the internship position.

4. Apply knowledge and skills learned in the Forest TEAM program to real forest ecosystem management or agroforestry operations with potential employers.  
5. Gain work experience which will assist them in gaining employment after graduation. 
6. Acquire experience making a computerized presentation that enhances their communication skills.
Presentation

Each intern will give a 15 minute presentation to the other students and the instructor.  Powerpoint presentations are preferred but other forms may be accepted (check with instructor). The presentation should include some background of the project and its overall objectives, the job that you were assigned to do and how this supported project objectives), the people you worked with and if you would like to continue with this type of work. 5-10 minutes will be allotted for questions afterwards.  Length of presentation meeting will 3 hours.
