COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This is the capstone course of the Forest TEAM program.  It is a field course in methods of assessing the conditions of and threats to native and planted forests and developing plans for their management.  Students will conduct an inventory of the natural resources in a specified area.  They will assess the threats such as alien species and devise ways of controlling them.  They will develop a management plan considering the land use objectives of the land owner and the zoning or other constraints on the land.  They will apply forest restoration or agroforestry methods involving propagation and planting of forest trees and herbs.The course will be divided into 3 phases:  I. Introduction to the natural resources (4 weeks), II. Evaluation of existing project site land uses (4 weeks) and III Develop management proposals and design project site implementation (7 weeks).
