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A total of one hundred eight proposals were reviewed in the fall and thirty seven proposals were reviewed in the spring. Details are included on the following pages. The current curriculum forms worked well and there were no major problems.

Curriculum Central is still ongoing and a prototype is anticipated for review in fall 2009. Recommend we utilize the current forms and procedures in the fall and consider transitioning to Curriculum Central for proposals submitted in spring 2010.
